People treats can be tricky for pets!
Any food that your pet is not used to eating can cause a belly ache; but there are some particularly dangerous Halloween food hazards that you should know about!
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Chocolate

For pets, the toxic components in chocolate are theobromine and caffeine. These toxins can cause problems ranging from vomiting and diarrhea to seizures, tremors, cardiac arrhythmias, and in the worst case, death. A general rule of thumb is the darker the chocolate the more toxic it is. 

· Gum & Sugar-free candies
Many types of sugar-free chewing gum and candy contain an artificial sweetener called “xylitol.” Animals that ingest a significant amount of xylitol can experience a quick drop in their body’s blood sugar levels.  Decreased blood sugar (hypoglycemia) can lead to severe depression, seizures, comas, and possible death. 

· Raisins and Grapes

Raisins can be healthy trick-or-treat snacks for kids, but are possibly toxic to animals.  Although the reason for this toxicity has not been fully established, raisins and grapes have been reported to cause severe kidney failure in some dogs. To be on the safe side, do not allow your pet to eat any food containing raisins or grapes!
· Glow in the dark goodies
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Although glow in the dark products are not food to us, animals love to chew on glow sticks and glow in the dark jewelry.  Because these items are popular around Halloween, it is important to understand the risks associated with them.  The active ingredient in glow sticks is the luminescent dibutyl phthalate.  While this agent is not toxic, it has a very strong bad taste and can cause your pet to salivate excessively, and possibly retch or vomit.  It is best to keep these products away from pets to avoid any potential hazards.

It is important to remember that many Halloween decorations can be dangerous for pets to be around.  Please be mindful of low hanging electric lights and cords.  Many animals (especially cats) will chew through them.  Additionally, fog machines can be a danger to animals if placed on the ground.  The fog machine emits CO2 gas and if your pet gets stuck on the ground breathing in the fog, he/she could suffocate!  Candles are obvious fire hazards- but can be tantalizing to pets.  If placed in an accessible area, curious cats have been known to singe their whiskers on the flame or knock the candle over entirely.  

Stranger Danger
Although trick-or-treating and parties are fun for us, these events can be very stressful for our pets.  Masks and costumes can be frightening to animals and the bustle of ringing door bells and large crowds of people can make them feel vulnerable and afraid.  Even if your pet is normally friendly with strangers, the peculiarity of Halloween can cause them to act aggressively out of fear. To be safe, we recommend that animals be sheltered away from Halloween events and kept in a place where they feel safe and secure.
