What is an ERD test?
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In dogs over the age of 6 years, we perform an “E.R.D. Health Screen” or “Early Renal Detection Health Screen.” This test looks for microscopic amounts of protein in your dog’s urine. There are cells in the kidney called “nephrons” that are responsible for doing the filtration work—the toxins get released in the urine while the useful stuff (like protein) is supposed to get saved to go back into the blood.  Because the kidneys are exposed to so much waste, over time the nephrons can become damaged and protein is lost in the urine.  

When we get a “positive” ERD result, we know that there are little bits of protein being leaked into the dog’s urine.  Sometimes this is because the nephrons have been damaged—other times it is because the nephrons are overwhelmed by inflammation, or an increase in blood pressure, or some other type of disease process.  In other words, a positive E.R.D. test is a non-specific finding.  It tells us that there may be an underlying problem and that we should look a little closer to find out.

At Plantation Animal Hospital, we have found that the E.R.D. Health Screen is very useful in our canine patients.  However, we do not use the same test for our feline patients.  Please ask the doctor about what specific screening tests should be run on your pet. 
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What is “senior blood work”??

Since a lot of problems cannot always be detected by a physical exam alone, we recommend monitoring blood work in older patients of all species.  Senior blood work not only helps us find underlying disease, but also helps us obtain a baseline of what values are typical for your pet. This information is useful if your pet becomes sick later in life.

A “senior blood panel” is a package of tests that contains the following:

· Chemistry Panel:  A chemistry panel tests the levels of a variety of enzymes and blood electrolytes that can tell us a lot about how specific organs are functioning. 

· Complete Blood Count:  A “CBC” will tell us about the patient’s immune system—specifically about the red and white blood cells.  We can find evidence of inflammatory disease, anemia, and sometimes cancer by looking at a complete blood count.

· Thyroid testing: It is very common for cats and dogs to experience problems with their thyroid gland.  Sending out a thyroid test (also called a T4) can help us determine if your pet’s thyroid is functioning. 

· Urinalysis: By analyzing the urine, we can obtain a lot of information about how well the kidneys are functioning, and whether or not urinary tract infections are present.
